ling All-Wheel Drive sys-
tem.

The six-speed manual
gearbox is available only
with the bigger engine
and all-wheel drive, and
at only one price: $42,885.
The Advance Package is
not available with the
manual model, but it does
automatically come with
the Technology Package.

The all-wheel drive
gives the TL the feeling
of a rear-drive vehicle
and helps eliminate the
pesky torque-steer prob-
lem that often plagues
front-drive cars with pow-
erful engines. (Torque
steer is the tendency of a
front-drive car to turn in
the direction of the wheel
that is getting the power.)

Standard on the all-
wheel-drive models are
four exhaust tips and a
special SH-AWD badge.

The Technology Pack-
age includes sport front
bucket seats with perfo-
rated leather trim; key-
less entry and start (with
push-button ignition);
GPS-linked dual-zone au-
tomatic climate control;
an in-dash navigation sys-
tem with voice recogni-
tion, AcuraLink real-time
traffic and weather infor-
mation, and a 60-gigabyte
hard drive; and the Acu-
ra/ELS Surround premi-
um audio system with
410 watts. 

There is a new, bright-
er color monitor screen
for 2012 that is used for
the audio and navigation
systems. 

It also allows for direct
connection of an iPod or
iPhone, which makes the
music available through
the audio system, with
playlists and song lists
showing up on the dash
screen — and a feature
that uses voice commands
to play the music. This
was a nice feature on a
weekend trip we took in
the TL — just tell it what
song, playlist or artist

you want to hear, and it
plays. 

Among standard TL
features are heated front
seats, a power moon roof,
dual-zone adaptive cli-
mate control, 10-way ad-
justable power driver’s
seat, universal garage
opener and an eight-way
adjustable power front
passenger seat.

Our car came with fog
lights, LED taillights,
front-brake cooling vents,
self-dimming rearview
mirror and a security
system.

The base audio system
has eight speakers, 276
watts, a six-disc CD
changer, AM/FM radio,
XM, Bluetooth audio, a
USB port and an auxilia-
ry jack for an iPod or
other device.

The Advance Package
(which includes the Tech-
nology Package) adds
ventilated front seats,
larger wheels and a blind-
spot warning system to
let the driver know when
there is a vehicle in the
adjacent lane on either
side.

Front-drive models have
17-inch, seven-spoke alu-
minum wheels with P245/
50R17 all-season tires. The
all-wheel-drive model has
new 18-inch, five-spoke
aluminum wheels with
low-profile P245/45R18
tires for sportier hand-
ling.

But with the Advance
Package on the front-
drive TL, you’ll get 18-
inch, five-spoke wheels;

while the all-wheel-drive
model comes with 19-
inch, split five-spoke alu-
minum wheels with P245/
40R19 all-season perform-
ance tires.

Based on the architec-
ture of the newest genera-
tion of the popular Honda

Accord sedan, which ar-
rived for 2008, the TL
competes in the entry
premium segment that in-
cludes the Lexus ES 350,
Infiniti G37, Mercedes-
Benz C-class and the
BMW 3-series. But it also
goes up against such

models as the Toyota Ava-
lon, which has a remark-
ably similar appearance,
and the Buick LaCrosse.

While the TL seats up
to five, the middle posi-
tion in the back seat is
best left to kids (smaller
ones). Legroom was de-
cent for the rear passen-
gers, and child-seat teth-
ers and anchors are avail-
able in all three rear
seating positions.

Trunk space is limited
to just 13.1 cubic feet,
which is less than what
most midsize sedans offer.
But the power opening/
closing feature is unusual
on an entry premium se-
dan — it’s usually found
only on SUVs/crossovers
or higher-priced sedans. 

All TL models have
Honda’s Advanced Com-
patibility Engineering
front body structure, de-
signed to match the bum-

pers of other vehicles on
the road. 

Among standard safety
features are electronic
stability control with
traction control; four-
wheel antilock disc
brakes with electronic
brake-force distribution
and brake assist; a tire-
pressure monitoring sys-
tem; active front head re-
straints; front seat-mount-
ed side air bags; roof-
mounted side-curtain air
bags for both rows; child-
seat anchors and tethers;
front fog lights; break-
away rearview mirror;
emergency trunk interior
release; and high-intensi-
ty-discharge automatic
headlights.
